One of the photoõs he brought was of the Canyon Diablo Bridge built in 1880 for the Railroad.  This bridge was actually a pre-fab bridge and of 

course measuring the actual distance the bridge would need to expand across Canyon Diablo was a task.  Unfortunately, they misjudged the 

distance by 15 feet.  It took another 6 months to prefab the remaining 15 feet of bridge.  Be sure to include Arizona stereo views as part of your 

photographic collection.  

 

A-1 Brewing is another highly sought after collectible of Arizona as it was the local Arizona Brewery.  If you can find the Apache Beer items you 

may want to consider adding them to your collection as they are not easily found.  The A-1 Brewery Club hosts an annual show at Pinnacle Peak.  

He feels that the A-1 items with the eagle are more collectible.  Watch for the series of 6 Printõs done by Lon Megargee as finding all 6 can be a 

challenge.  The most common is the Cowboyõs Dream. 

 

Blakely is another great Arizona collectible.  Glassware depicting 8 different cactus patterns were given away by the local gas station for a 

minimum purchase of gasoline during 1950-60.  Trays are hardest to find. 

 

He ended with Route 66 collectibles.  Rodõs Steak House is fairly common but, the older china items from Wallace China are difficult and 

sometimes expensive to find.  They are reproducing items in white china that you can buy at the restaurant in Williams. 

 

Bill closed with another poem titles Hair Trigger Newt.  What a great program.  Thank you Bill.

ABOUT DEPRESSION GLASS 

 

For those of you unfamiliar with or unsure of the term Depression Glass, it simply refers to any glass, 

except Pattern Glass which is pressed glass and generally much heavier, which was made during the 

depression era.  Technically the depression began with the Stock Market crash in 1929 and ended with 

the entry of the U.S. in WWII.  However, the lines have been somewhat relaxed and now most collectors 

will accept glass made anywhere form the mid 1920's to the mid 1940's as depression glass. 

 

There were dozens of companies producing this lovely glass in the U.S., most of them located in the mid-

west, particularly Ohio, Indiana, West Virginia, Pennsylvania, Oklahoma, etc.  These companies 

produced a myriad of glass in many different colors from plates and bowls to goblets and butter dishes 

and candlesticks.  Rarely was the glass marked with the manufacturer's name or mark except for kitchen 

glass which is often marked. 

 

Remember, this was cheap glass. It was often given away at movie theatres, in grocery stores with a bag 

of sugar or flour, in department stores with a purchase of furniture, etc.  It was generally sold in the five 

and dime stores.  Sometimes the quality of the glass was less than perfect.  Often there were mold flaws.  

A mold flaw is an imperfection that occurs during the manufacturing process.  Sometimes the mold into 

which the glass was poured didn't fill out completely.  Sometimes the straw on which the hot glass was 

set to cool would leave and indentation, called a "straw mark" in the glass.  Most collectors understand 

mold flaws and realize that unless the flaw is major they don't affect the value or beauty of the glass and 

still consider the glass to be perfect. 

 

There are two major categories of Depression Glass.  The first is simply referred to as Depression Glass 



and the second is called Elegant Glass, which is generally fancier, looks more delicate and is often 

etched.  The second group is called "generic glass".  Generic glass is often hard to identify because there 

were so many hundreds of pieces of glass produced in different patterns and designs and many of them 

didn't have names.
